R And L Twinkles Traveling Forward

Cross step RF forward and slightly over LF, Rock Step LF forward and to left side, Recover weight to RF

456
Cross step LF forward and slightly over RF, Rock Step RF forward and to right side, Recover weight to LF

Twinkle ¼ Turn Right, Weave

123
Cross step RF forward and slightly over LF, Make ¼ turn right and rock step LF to left side, Recover weight to RF (3 o'c)

456
Cross LF over RF, Step RF to right side, Cross LF behind RF

Big Step Side, Drag, Cross, Back, Side

Take a big Step to the right side on RF, Drag LF to touch next to RF for 2 counts

456
Cross LF over RF, Step straight back on RF, Step LF to left side

Cross, Side, Behind, ¼ Turn, Step, Pivot ½

Cross RF over LF, Step LF to left side, Cross RF behind LF

456
Step LF ¼ turn left, Step forward on RF, Pivot ½ left turn onto LF (6 o'c)

R Forward Balance Step, L Back Balance Step

Step forward on RF, Step LF next to RF, Step RF next to LF

456
Step back on LF, Step RF next to LF, Step LF next to RF

Step Forward, ¼ Turn Sweep, Step Forward, Sweep

Step RF forward, Sweep LF from back to front making ¼ turn right for 2 counts

456
Step LF forward, Sweep RF from back to front (9 o'c)

R And L Twinkles Moving Back

123
Cross RF over LF, Step back on LF, Step back on RF

456
Cross LF over RF, Step back on RF, Step back on LF

Cross, Full Unwind

1-6
Cross RF over LF, Unwind full turn left to LF for 5 counts (9 o'c)

START AGAIN

Tag only for Brad Paisley song - At the end of walls 5 and 9 : Rock forward onto RF (123),  Rock back on LF (456)  Hint: listen for when he sings the lyrics – “As you walked by……”

Ending for David Cook: Unwind in the last step  and extra ¼ turn to face front
